No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLG) became a directive for education reform when it was signed into law (#107-110) by President George Bush on January 8, 2002. It was conceived and promoted by the federal administration in Washington, DC. Intending to improve reading and math scores at schools across the United States, the law re-authorized a number of federal programs targeted at education reform.  So NCLB  is a Education Reform, but not without controversy.
